What is
Biobulkbende?
BBB is an autonomous food
cooperative. It is managed and
run entirely by its members.
Together, we collectively buy
organic food from local
producers and distributors.



What is a food
cooperative?
A food cooperative is a food
distribution outlet organized as
a cooperative, rather than a
private or public company. In a
food cooperative, the decisions
regarding the production and
distribution of its food are
chosen by its members.



What does the 
cooperative mean for us?

to make our own decisions
regarding the food we want to
consume and the
producers/distributors we want
to support
to form and sustain a community,
to provide our community with
biological, high-quality food, to
reduce our reliance on
supermarkets, etc.

It is a space to work together
towards common goals:



Where do we buy?
We buy collectively from the
organic wholesale distributor
Odin: in this way, we get
wholesale prices, which means
we pay less for the products than
we would if we bought them in
bio stores like Ekoplaza. The
average supermarket adds a 30%
overhead cost to their products;
we add 5% that goes towards
administration costs, rent,
buying storage materials, etc.

How does it work?
To buy from the wholesaler

means we buy in bulk and we
need to "fill the boxes" completely
if we want to get them. We use an

interface called Foodsoft and 2
weeks before the pick-ip date the
order will open. During this open

order phase, you can add/edit the
items you want to buy.

Important concepts
Tolerance: if you don't mind
having an extra item if this is
necessary to fill the box;
Box filling phase: in the last
week of the order, you can only
add items that were already
selected by you or other
member. Help fill the boxes! If
you really want an item, you
can ask in the groupchat to
help filling the box!
Pick-up day: every first
monday of the month, from 18
to 20,  you collect your order.
